The induction of Bobby James Halek 
as Pastor of Glenridge Bible Church 

 
Members and friends of Glenridge bible Church, we are met together in the 
name of Jesus Christ our Lord and head of the Church, to induct Pastor Bobby 
J. Halek into the ministry of this our church.  We want to invoke for him the 
blessing of God as he begins his ministry here. 
 

Charge to the Pastor 
Dear brother in Christ, God, by His Holy Spirit, calls men to serve Him  
according to the gifts bestowed upon them. 
 ‘And He gave some to be apostles; and some prophets; and some  
 pastors, and teachers; for the perfecting of the saints unto the work of  
 ministering, unto the building up of the body of Christ. (Ephesians 4:11-12) 
 
Therefore, the Lord has included in His ministry to the Church, the office of  
pastor to whom is committed the care and leadership of His flock.  To this  
important office you have been called of the spirit of God and the voice of this 
congregation.  Pastor Bobby, to the end that your faith and integrity of  
purpose may appear to all, I am now asking you to answer these questions: 
 
Do you believe the Scriptures of the Old and New Testaments to be the Word 
of God and the only infallible rule of faith and practice?  If so, answer, “I do.” 
 
Do you agree with the Articles of Faith of Glenridge Bible Church, and do you 
promise to maintain and defend the same? If so, answer “I do.” 
 
Do you promise to serve this church, and the community of believers in a spirit 
of meekness, and to follow no divisive course, but to maintain according to 
your power, the unity of peace of the church?  If so, answer “I do.” 
 
Will you endeavour, in the strength and grace of the Lord, to live a holy and 
circumspect life, to rule well your own house, and faithfully and diligently  
discharge all the duties of the ministry, to the edification of the body of Christ?  
If so, answer “I will.” 
 
Are you persuaded that you are truly called and led by the Holy Spirit to serve 
as pastor and to minister to this congregation? If so, answer “I am.” 
 
We pray that God, by His Spirit, will so enable you that the things which you 
have purposed in your heart to do, may be fulfilled to the glory of His Name. 

Charge to the Congregation 
Members of this congregation:  Inasmuch as this induction involves on our part, a 
renewed obligation and ministry, I would therefore ask you a few questions as well.  
All those who attend this church, both members and adherents, please stand. 
 
Do you declare anew your allegiance to Jesus Christ as Saviour and Lord, and as 
Prophet, Priest and King?  If so, answer “We do.” 
 
Do you receive your pastor as from the Lord?  If so, answer “We do.” 
 
Will you give of your substance, as the Lord shall prosper you, for the  
maintenance of the Christian ministry and the furtherance of the Gospel?   
If so, answer “We Will.” 
 
Will you share Christ’s ministry with our pastor in the fellowship of this church?  
Will you be sensitive to his needs and possibilities as a fellow member and seek to 
minister to him as well as with him?  Will you share with him of your  
confidence, your encouragement, your patience, your Christian love and your  
prayers?  Will you commit yourselves willingly to the tasks which will give shape 
and energy to the ministry of both Pastor and people in this place?   
If so, please respond by reading the following in unison: 
 
 “As the Lord is our helper, we will endeavour to do all these things.  We  
accept you, Pastor Bobby as a person of Christian commitment and God-given 
gifts and skills.  We accept you as Pastor among us and the shepherd under God, 
of the ministry of Glenridge Bible Church.”
